In honor of Mahatma Gandhi’s 150th anniversary, the prize-winning 
film director Ramesh Sharma documents how Gandhi’s philosophy 
inspired political leaders on three continents to strive for freedom, 
justice and human rights through non-violent protest. The global im-
pact of Gandhi’s philosophy is portrayed through the narratives of 
Martin Luther King, Lech Walesa, Vaclev Havel and Nelson Mandela. 

Throughout global history social and political movements attempt-
ing to challenge and overcome oppression often lead to violent resis-
tance and sometimes revolution, until Mahatma Gandhi introduced 
the political philosophy of Ahimsa (non-violence). A short version of 
this film was premiered during the celebrations honoring Peace Day 
at the United Nations, New York.
